Power Cable Length

Be aware of the distance between the FaceStation 2 and the power supply when using a separate power supply. The power supply

should be installed as close as possible to the device. If not properly connected, the device may malfunction.

The distance that can be connected may vary depending on the cable specifications and installation environment. Use a power supply

of 24 VDC with a minimum current of 2.5 A.

We recommend that use 16 AWG or 18 AWG cables if the distance between the device and the power supply is too far.
